Pick up’s will be 	
		  offered November 13, 14, 15 and 16. Please indicate 		
		  your preference, if you’d like our volunteers there in the 	
		  morning or afternoon. 
		
		  -If fewer than 350 pounds were collected in 2017, arrange 	
		  transportation of food to Care and Share on the last day 	
		  of your food drive. 

	 ☐ RSVP to attend the Harvest of Love Roundtable at Care and 	
	 Share’s distribution center on September 27th at 4:30pm by 		
		  emailing shannon@careandshare.org
		  - Saturday collection opportunities at King Soopers on 
		  November 3rd will be shared here first! 

	 ☐ Collect boxes to store food 
		  - Printer paper boxes work great

	 ☐ Inform teachers, parents and school community by preparing informational flyer to be 	
	 sent home with all students. 
		  - Have parent/teacher conferences coming up? Great way to send home 
		  information directly with the parents 
		  -Post on school website and social media accounts
		  -Submit information for school announcements

	 ☐ Set up an online fundraising tool where you can create a classroom or grade level 		
	 pages by emailing shannon@careandshare.org

	 ☐ Notify your school’s bookkeeper you’ll be collecting money

	 ☐ Plan theme days to drive greater participation
		  - Examples: Tuna Tuesday, Meat Mondays, Macaroni Mondays, Whole Grain 		
		  Wednesdays, Fruity Fridays, PB&J Day, or Breakfast Items Day

	 ☐ Create inventive plan for classroom or grade level competitions 
		  - Secure prizes

	 ☐ Schedule Care and Share representative to come speak to organizing group by
	 emailing shannon@careandshare.org

	 ☐ Create posters to hang throughout the school with pertinent information.

	 ☐ Donations made in form of a check need to be made payable to Care and Share.  
		  - Every check donation received will automatically receive a tax 
		  acknowledgement letter from us.

	 ☐ If we’re picking up your food, please label each box with your school name.

	 ☐ Convert coin into a cashier’s check if possible! 

	 ☐ Have any funds collected ready on your pick-up day for our driver to secure. 

	 ☐ If you’re sending your money to the District bookkeeper, please make sure they 
	    indicate  your school’s name on the check they send us! 

	 ☐ You may send your money in the form of a check to Care and Share after the drive 			 
 concludes on November 16th. 
		  - All funds must be received by December 1st for awards consideration.
